Abstract

The author, Anton-Joseph Ilk, born in 1951 in Oberwischau (today Viseu de Sus in
northern Romania), has done extensive field research in the Marmarosch (Maramures) re-
gion for 40 years, reflected in several books as well as numerous contributions to the ethnic
culture of the Oberwischauer Zipser. Since 1998 he is a minister in Alkoven and is currently
pursuing a doctorate in Vienna on this topic: Wirklichkeit im Banne der Phantastik (‘The
reality reflected in phanatasms’).

This investigation examines the meaning and history of the ,,Ziigen-* or ,,Sterbeglock-
lein “ (‘death bell’), places it in relation to the meaning of the bell ringing, and also illuminates
other church customs associated with dying and death. In its introduction, the essay provides
a review of the resettlement of forestry experts and workers from the Upper-Austrian
Salzkammergut to the Carpathian Ukraine: to the Teresvatal (a side valley of the river
Tisza/Theil}) and to the Wassertal, at the river Wasser, near Oberwischau.
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
