Astfel, spune el, ,,afirmatia potrivit careia <<ceea ce
confera ( insd ) inrudirii caracterul ei de fapt social nu consta in ceea ce trebuie ea sa pastreze de
la natura, ci in demersul esential prin care ea se separa de aceasta>> constituie un adevar axiomatic
al oricarei cercetari in domeniul relatiilor de rudenie, indiferent de tipul de societate investigat.” !
Socialul a avut principalul merit in desprinderea omului de natura si in avansarea pe treptele

culturii. Nu putem vorbi despre cultura traditionald fara a lua in considerare acest aspect.
